Tommi Grönlund & Petteri Nisunen 

Pneumatic Landscape, 2004

The idea for Pneumatic Landscape originally came from the lightness and airiness of the exhibition space and surrounding landscape of Dundee Contemporary Arts, Dundee Scotland, where the work was exhibited in Dec 2004 late February 2005. The artists were intrigued by filling a large volume of exhibition space with a free formed floating volume which is slowly changing its size and shape. 

The installation is made of very thin and light nylon fabric normally used in sails. Air pressure generated by a large but silent fan inside the installation keeps it in its shape. A timer system is cutting the fan off at intervals for about five minutes during which time it looses about 1/3 of its volume. When the fan starts again the installation slowly fills up to its full size and shape. 

Tommi Grönlund (born 1967) and Petteri Nisunen (born 1962) have been working together since 1993. Both are trained architects and realize architecture and place great value on technology and science, exploring the bodily and sensory effects and the spatiality of works of art. Using advanced technologies to achieve results that appear simple their work is often very poetic in a minimalist way.

The duo has exhibited widely and their work has recently been seen at Dundee Contemporary Arts Scotland, Modern Museum Stockholm, Malmö Konsthall, The Hamburger Bahnhof, Berlin, Gothenburg Konsthall and the Museo Tamayo, Mexico City. In  2001 they created The North is Protected for the Nordic Pavilion of the Venice Biennale.
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
